A video scenario with 1 vignette/topic: TEACHER is teaching sexuality education class with a blackboard/whiteboard. Akoranga hōkakatanga (sex education) is written at the top of the blackboard. TEACHER covers 1 topics with some lively STUDENT interaction.

TEACHER: In our world today, media - television, movies, music that comes from North America and Europe has a strong influence on us. A lot of the media we watch is from there. Movies, videos, art, clothes and pornography too. [Gasps and nervous giggling from class]. Yes yes. I said pornography! Grow up you lot!! [More giggles].
That means we could do with being careful about what we watch and what we copy. It’s aways a good idea to check in about whether this stuff matches with our values. For example, Becoming Sexual Beings website has information about how taonga, tapu, mana, and tikanga are relevant to our relationships. So perhaps it’d be a good idea to see how these relate to what we are watching, especially what we are enjoying, and finding pleasurable (or maybe just pretending to like).  
STUDENT 3 (PERI): I feel like Luke diminished my mana when he said I had a nice – [TEACHER cuts him off from saying something rude. More giggling in class].
TEACHER: Yes. Luke you need to apologise to Peri to restore his and your mana.
STUDENT 1 apologises. They acknowledge and grin at each other.
TEACHER: Modern culture has some issues with how they treat women I reckon. Ay? [some heads nodding, some look confused]. Just saying. So, just because people do things in pornography doesn’t mean that all people actually enjoy doing those things. Or enjoy being spoken to like Luke spoke to Peri.
STUDENT 4: But what if people like doing the stuff they see on porn?
STUDENT 5 (female- first female who has spoken maybe?): I don’t know though… some stuff between men and women shows women being treated roughly, and I don’t think that is about women’s pleasure at all! Women are faking orgasms when they have their hair pulled I reckon. That’s like totally fake and made up! They are just really good actresses.
STUDENT 4: How do you know they don’t actually like it? Just because you don’t!
[Student 4 & 5 are glaring at each other.]
STUDENT 3 (Peri) [trying to make peace gets in between them]: It could just be different for different people? Well I mean, I think maybe it would be a good idea to ask your partner before you do it maybe? Or check in how each of you are feeling as you go?
TEACHER: Good points you lot! BUT, here’s a question: if you don’t know what you like yet, and you are just starting out having sexual relationships, the danger may be that you can start to think that what you see on pornography is what you are supposed to like, or supposed to do hey? That could perhaps not work for everyone ne?
[Close up on NARRATOR’s face as he speaks into the camera]. Think about how pornography portrays sex differently than perhaps how ordinary people have sex.
You don’t have to watch pornography to understand. You can ask people or look at the Light project for resources.
Think about how you might you be able to tell or find out if someone wants to do something sexually, or not.
[Camera pans back to the class]
